It should be noted that this is a basic level summary of the historic environment for the neighbourhood plan area using only information held by the HER office. It is likely that further assessment of a wider range of sources, for example more detailed examination of records held by the Warwickshire County Record Office, aerial photographs held by Historic England, information on past disturbance across a site held by landowners, would further inform the understanding of this historic environment across the area.
Moreover, additional information may be received by the HER office in future, increasing our understanding of a particular area.
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[bookmark: _Toc507149378]Scheduled Monuments

Certain important archaeological sites are designated as Scheduled Monuments under the Ancient Monuments and Archaeological Areas Act 1979. Scheduling is at the discretion of the Secretary of State according to non-statutory criteria; by definition, Scheduled sites are sites of national importance. Scheduled sites are subject to stringent controls and formal consent is required for all works which would affect the significance of the site. There is a general presumption in favour of preservation in situ in respect of Scheduled sites.

There is one Scheduled Monument in the neighbourhood plan area:

1011368: Motte and bailey castle, east of St John the Baptist's Church, includes an area of ridge and furrow.


[bookmark: _Toc507149379]Listed Buildings
The Secretary of State for the Department for Digital, Culture, Media and Sport (DCMS) maintains a list of buildings of 'special architectural or historic interest' under the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990. This Act requires permission (Listed Building Consent) to be sought for any “demolition of a listed building or for its alteration or extension in any manner which would affect its character as a building of special architectural or historic interest” (para. 7) from the Local Planning Authority (para. 10). 
The importance of the preserving these Listed Buildings and their settings is set out in paragraph 16 of this Act, which states ‘In considering whether to grant listed building consent for any works the local planning authority or the Secretary of State shall have special regard to the desirability of preserving the building or its setting or any features of special architectural or historic interest which it possesses’ (see also para. 66). 
There are a number of Listed Buildings in the neighbourhood plan area, please see Appendix 1 for a map and Appendix 2 for a summary table.
All bar one are within the village primarily houses along Broad Street and The Crescent with a few along Coventry Road and Rugby Road.
There is one Listed Building outside the village found on the edge of the parish which is Morgans Bridge on the Oxford Canal.

[bookmark: _Toc507149380]Conservation Areas

Conservation areas are designated by the Local Planning Authority for the area, in this case Rugby Borough Council. There is one Conservation Area in the neighbourhood plan area being Brinklow Conservation Area (for a map of this see Appendix 1).
[bookmark: _Toc507149381]Monuments (Archaeological Sites and Monuments)

These are sites recorded on the Warwickshire Historic Environment Record (HER) that are archaeological or historic in nature and show evidence of human interaction in the area over time.

The following is a summary by period of the Monuments in the neighbourhood plan area, see also Appendix 1 for maps and Appendix 2 for data tables.

Prehistoric

There are only two Monuments relating to the Prehistoric period in the parish. One is a findspot of a single flake of prehistoric flint just southeast of the village (MWA4419). The other is a possible Bronze Age round barrow (MWA6009) in the area of the castle.

Romano- British

The most obvious Roman feature within the parish is The Fosse Way (MWA4759).
There are also a number of Roman findspots including coins, pottery and some horseshoes (MWA21930, MWA3660, MWA5030, MWA6010 and MWA9863).

Medieval (1066 – 1540)

Castle
Brinklow Castle, a motte and bailey castle of medieval date (MWA3656)

Settlement
Brinklow in the medieval period would have been considered a town (MWA9496).
Church of John the Baptist (MWA3655) originally medieval and may have originated as a castle chapel.

Bridges
Priest’s Bridge (MWA3719) and Pedlar’s Bridge (MWA3721) may have had medieval origins.

Roads
Tutbury Lane is of possible medieval origin as are some of the main roads through the village.

Woodland
Birchley Wood is a managed medieval woodland together with New Close Woods and the Grove they form a group with evidence of woodbanks and ancient coppicing.

Ridge and Furrow
Across the neighbourhood plan area there is evidence for a number of areas of ridge and furrow which may date back to the medieval period although much of it may be later in date and nearly all of it, apart from at the castle, has been levelled flat from 20th century ploughing.

Unknown date:
Cropmark enclosure (MWA3663) possibly medieval in origin

Findspots
There are also a number of findspots of medieval pottery, jewellery and coins throughout the neighbourhood plan area

Post-Medieval (1540 – 1750)

Brinklow settlement continued into the post-medieval period.

Industrial (1750 – 1900)

The main developments in the area in this period are the Oxford Canal (MWA4348) and associated features. This includes the lines of the former contour canal, the “Brinklow Arches” aqueduct.
A number of inns are prominent in the village in this period and still exist as pubs today (Bull’s Head, White Lion, Raven).
Farms, field barns and other agricultural buildings also survive from this period in the parish.
Candle Factory (MWA30410), Wheelwrights (MW8792), Smithies (MWA6861), Quarries, Breweries, Brickworks and other small industrial sites exist mainly within the village but also across the parish in this period.

Old Rectory

Modern (1900 – present day)

Just on the edge of the parish is the site of the Brinklow Satellite Landing Ground. A small grass airfield used during the Second World War (MWA29990).

[bookmark: _Toc507149383]NMP (National Mapping Programme)

A piece of work mapping archaeological features identifiable on aerial photographs took place in 2007-2008 for a block covering most of the neighbourhood plan area. See Appendix 1 for the map. All of the identified sites were added as Monuments to the HER but it is worth mentioning it does highlight the areas of ridge and furrow in that particular area, albeit nearly all of them levelled flat by modern ploughing apart from those at the Castle. 
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The Warwickshire area contains a variety of landscape types, from valleys, nucleated villages and large planned fields in the south and east to the more wooded Arden with its more dispersed settlement, and the reclaimed heathland in the north as west of the County. They are what gives each locality within the area its own particular distinctiveness.

Historic landscape characterisation (HLC) is the process of understanding the character of the landscape in terms of historic environment by identifying patterns at landscape scale. HLC recognises that all landscapes are the result of historic processes, reflecting the ways in which human beings have interacted with and adapted their environment. It is a descriptive process, recognising and mapping landscape areas sharing similar characteristics according to broad type (e.g. settlement, fieldscape, woodland, industrial, designed landscape) and more detailed subtypes (within the category fieldscape, for example, there are a number of subtypes: meadow; planned enclosure, irregular, rectilinear etc.). Warwickshire County Council undertook its HLC project between 2006 and 2010 as part of a national programme supported by English Heritage (now Historic England). 

By recognition of the wider historic environment, and its varying sensitivity to change, the capacity of different landscape types to absorb change may be assessed, and decisions can be made to preserve and enhance significant landscapes. It is recommended that Historic Landscape Character data be used and taken into account as part of site-specific desk-based assessment and evaluations.

The European Landscape Convention contains an obligation to 'integrate landscape into regional and town planning policies... as well as any other policies with possible direct or indirect impact on landscape' (article 5d), whilst in the National Planning Policy Framework the definition of Heritage Asset includes landscape.

[bookmark: _Toc507149385]HLC Summary
For a map of the HLC records see Appendix 1 and for a summary table see Appendix 2.
The area has quite a mixed historic landscape character but some areas with general characteristics can be seen. What follows is a summary based on broad type.

Fieldscapes
The majority of the neighbourhood plan area falls into the fieldscape category showing a very much rural character and while there is a mix of enclosure types across the area there are large blocks of types of fieldscape throughout the parish. Most of the field pattern is of a more regular planned enclosure type, probably 18th-19th century in origin but there are also some areas of irregular or piecemeal enclosure which may date back earlier to the 16th-18th century. There are also large areas of post Second World War amalgamated fields with most field boundaries removed. In the northern part of the parish are areas of meadow along the Smite Brook forming the boundary to the parish.

Settlement
The main settlement in the area is Brinklow Village with a few isolated farmsteads throughout the parish. The village has a strong historic core along the main road with the church and castle particular focal points. Later 20th century settlement expansion is mostly on the south western side with some pockets of infill in the historic core. 

Woodland
The parish has very little woodland within it with the only large area the ancient woodland at Birchley Wood. Other woodland is mostly outside on the edge of the parish often forming boundaries to the parish such as at High Wood or The Arches.

Extraction
The parish has a large area of Sand and Gravel extraction in the western part at Brinklow Quarry


[bookmark: _Toc507149386]Historic Towns Assessment (Extensive Urban Survey)

A comprehensive assessment of the built up area of Brinklow was undertaken in 2014. A copy of the report is included with other data from the HER. A summary extracted from that report is included here:

“Brinklow is a large attractive village with a population of around 1000 people (2001 Census), located about 7 miles to the east of Coventry and 5 miles north-west of Rugby, situated on the end of a spur overlooking the Smite Brook.  Today the village contains several shops and pubs and a primary school. However, its most noteworthy features are the prominent earthwork remains of Brinklow Castle, the wide expanse of The Crescent, the parish church and its numerous historic buildings.
There is little direct evidence for prehistoric activity in the Brinklow area. However, the low element in the place name suggests that there may have been a round barrow, probably of Bronze Age date, which may have lain in the vicinity of the castle. The Fosse Way, a major Roman road, passes through the village. Historically the road probably continued in a straight line to the east of the modern village; however, it was probably diverted to its present course after the building of the castle in the late eleventh century.
There is some evidence for Anglo-Saxon activity in Brinklow. In the 19th century a glass bead was found next to a decorated urn on ‘glebe land’ within the parish, hinting at a Saxon cremation burial. Brinklow was not mentioned in the Domesday Book of 1086 and probably formed part of the larger parish of Smite. Brinklow’s absence suggests that it was a relatively small settlement at the time of the Norman Conquest. Despite this, soon after the Norman Conquest, a motte and bailey castle was built at Brinklow in part to control traffic along the Fosse Way. The building of the castle may also have involved the wholesale reorganisation of settlement in the locality, with the establishment of a village just outside the castle. The series of long plots which front The Crescent almost certainly date from this period. 
In 1218 Nicholas de Stuteville was confirmed in possession of the manor and in right to hold a weekly market and an annual fair. It is likely that any existing settlement at Brinklow was remodelled under seigniorial influence with new urban plots laid out. Along the towns streets long plots with narrow frontages were either newly laid out or created out of existing plots. The Crescent served as the market place and its broad profile still echoes its former function. The effects of medieval town planning are still visible in the settlement morphology of Brinklow and consequently this is a unique and highly significant townscape documenting the history of Brinklow and more generally the founding and evolution of medieval small towns that is a highly important part of the village’s historic character.
A number of Warwickshire towns exhibit the same type of plan as Brinklow, but in many cases in a more fragmentary form, as continued development down the centuries has often removed boundaries, created new streets and lanes and lead to new buildings being constructed behind the main street frontage. This happened because these settlements continuing as successful towns into the modern period - Brinklow did not.  The market had probably become defunct at some point in the late medieval period and by the sixteenth century Brinklow had reverted back to being a rural settlement.
Whilst the underlying pattern of streets and plots laid down in the medieval period still largely structures the layout of the village’s streets, buildings and open spaces; its buildings provide a visual backdrop to its streets. Brinklow has surviving buildings dating from the medieval period onwards. As expected they line the village’s historic streets and provide a visual narrative of its history. However, they also play a vital role in shaping Brinklow’s historic character and in reinforcing local distinctiveness.”
